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Basic Warranty Statement – Parts Replacement Only

Two (2) YEAR or 60,000 CYCLE PUMP WARRANTY – Whichever Comes First 
 
ONE (1) YEAR on the Fork Frame against Defective Components or Workmanship 
 
NINETY (90) DAYS on Wheels, Axles and Bearings 
 
Warranty covers parts replacement only.  No labor cost is covered. 
 
 

WARRANTY APPLIES TO ALL MODELS OF MIGHTY LIFT HAND PALLET TRUCKS. 
 
 
 

1. This warranty is applicable only to users making a claim through an authorized Mighty Lift 
dealer.  Defective parts must be replaced with genuine Mighty Lift parts only. 

 
2. Defective parts must be returned to Mighty Lift, freight prepaid, for inspection purpose. 
 
3. Parts taken from a dealer’s stock to complete a warranty repair will be replenished by 

Mighty Lift, freight charges prepaid, or upon request a credit will be issued to the dealer at 
dealer cost.  Credits for warranty claims will be issued to registered dealers only. 

 
4. In all cases, Mighty Lift will be the final authority regarding what is and what is not covered 

under this warranty policy. 
 
5. Mighty Lift’s warranty is not applicable in cases where damage or failure of the product to 

perform properly has been caused by abuse or misuse of the product. 
 
6. This warranty is not applicable to trucks used in harsh environments unless the unit has 

been specifically designed for the application.

8. It is not Mighty Lift’s responsibility to warrant a piece of equipment due to freight damage 

once it leaves our dock. Freight damage Claims must be filed with the appropriate trucking 
company by the receiving dealer or end user account. 
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
